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The Board of Directors of the Tri An Foundation is pleased to announce that the Dedication Ceremony of
the Tri An Monument will be held at 2 p.m. on Monday, October 9, 2023 at the Veterans Memorial Park,
Jeffersontown, Kentucky.

The Tri An Monument — with the purpose of paying tribute to the Vietnamese, American, and allied
soldiers who fought in the defense of South Vietnam — is built with granite from Vietnam according to the
model of Grega Vezyak, a Slovenian architect. This model was selected in an international design
competition held in 2016 with the participation of 128 architects from 29 different countries. In the main
plaza of the Monument are 8 concrete columns, each 30 feet high, symbolizing the 8 allied nations that
contributed troops to the fight for freedom. On a 120-foot-long wall are many pictures showing the fighting
spirit and sacrifices of Vietnamese and American soldiers, as well as images from the two exoduses of
Vietnamese people fleeing the Communist regime in 1954 and after 1975.

During the inauguration ceremony, you will hear the military band of the 101st Airborne Division
performing the national anthems of the United States and the Republic of Vietnam, among other musical
pieces. You will also hear from Major General Dean Allen Youngman and Major General Luong Xuan Viet,
two military leaders from two generations related to the Vietnam War.

If you have your own transportation, please park at Southeast Christian Church, 920 Blankenbaker Pkwy,
Louisville, Kentucky 40243. Buses will be available to transport you from the parking lot to the ceremony
site between 12:00 p.m. and 1:30 p.m., and return you to the parking lot between 3 and 5 p.m. Please
note: there is no parking at the ceremony site.

This event is open to the public. Everyone regardless of age or background, any religious, civic or veterans'
organization anywhere, as well as any media agency is invited to attend.
